This class explores ways that capacity-building can improve union
effectiveness. Students will evaluate traditional problem-solving approaches and alternative
approaches based on capacity-building. Learn the four key components of union capacity building and step up to
more impactful relationships and actions that build strength in your local. This class, for currently serving Local
Union Officers, Officials, Trustees, and Board members is a virtual complement to the in-person IATSE Officer
Institute. It is focused on effective leadership principles and tools to help attendees to build a high-capacity local
union, effectively represent workers, communicate clearly, and set and achieve long term goals. The instructor for
this class is Don Taylor, Professor, University of Wisconsin School for Workers.

Lessons include short readings; videos; recorded PowerPoints; quizzes; and discussion boards where
reflective questions will be posed, and students post responses and engage with the instructor and classmates.
